The Maine Legislature is currently in session and, as usual, energy is the focus of many bills under consideration. This link will take you to a new 
page containing a list of bill titles related to energy.

Changes Effective February 1st 
As part of our ongoing effort to maximize the value of the Efficiency Maine Business Program, we are making some changes to incentives,  
applications and pre-approval requirements. These changes are in response to feedback and suggestions from Program Allies, changes in  
products and prices in the market, as well as recommendations from a formal outside evaluation of the program. (Look for more details on the 
evaluation in the March PA E-News.) The changes are designed primarily to simplify and streamline the application process for you.

What You Need to Do:

•	 Read “What You Need to Know” (below) and make sure you understand the changes. 
•	 Discard existing program brochures and incentive materials and request new brochures. (E-mail us to request new brochures with  
	 new incentive inserts.)
•	 Discard old program materials, except for the Custom Applications, which have not changed. (The old application forms may be used for items  
	 purchased prior to February 1, 2007, but must be received by June 30, 2007 to be eligible for an incentive.)
•	 Call your Efficiency Maine representative or our phone center at 866-376-2463, if you have any questions or if you would like us to do 
	 an on-site training session for your employees or customers.

What You Need to Know:

New Incentives – Effective with purchases on or after February 1, 2007, incentives are offered for the following: 
       Refrigeration

	 •	 Evaporator fan motor control for coolers or freezers - $550/control

	 •	 Door heater controls for coolers or freezers - $150/circuit

	 •	 Zero energy doors for coolers - $125/door

	 •	 Zero energy doors for freezers - $300/door

	 •	 High efficiency evaporative fan motors - $50/PSC motor

	 •	 Floating-head pressure controls - $250 – $500 (depending on number of coils)

	 •	 New discus compressors - $375 – $750 (depending on horsepower)

	 •	 New scroll compressors - $220 – $660 (depending on horsepower)

	 •	 Commercial Energy Star® reach-in cooler & freezer - $100

	 •	 Commercial ice makers - $100
       Other

	 •	 Vapor-tight lighting fixtures (available through the agriculture application) - $25

	 •	 Manual on/auto off vacancy sensors - $25/control

	 •	 Standard T8 Lamps and Ballasts – (Incentives will still be paid for High Performance T8 Fluorescent Lamps and Ballasts.)
	 •	 LED Signage
	 •	 LED Exit Signs in new construction (Incentives will continue to be paid for retrofit projects.)
	 •	 Energy Star® Hardwired CFL Circline Fixtures
	 •	 Energy Star CFL Bulbs (Incentives will still be paid for pin-based CFL Bulbs.)
	 •	 Energy Star Hard-wired Ceiling Fan with Light Kit
	 •	 Energy Star Compact Fluorescent Torchiere
	 •	 VendingMisers®, CoolerMisers™ and SnackMisers™
	 •	 Tankless Water Heaters

Changed Incentives
	 •	 Incentives for most fluorescent lighting measures will increase specifically for retrofit projects.
	 •	 Occupancy-controlled Hi/Lo or daylight dimming incentive will be $40 per fixture instead of $60 per fixture.
	 •	 Daylight dimming systems will be available through the Custom Applications.
	 •	 Efficiency thresholds for HVAC units will be updated.
	 •	 Incentives for relamping existing fixtures with High Performance T8 fluorescent Lamps and Ballasts will continue for retrofit projects only, 
		  not for new construction.
	 •	 Incentives for LED Exit Signs will continue for retrofit projects only, not for new construction.

Applications
	 •	 “Pre-established Incentives” are now being called “Prescriptive Incentives.”
	 •	 Quick & Easy Applications, used by schools and small businesses, have been discontinued. Measures that were offered uniquely on that  
		  form have been incorporated into the Prescriptive Application form, or have been discontinued.
	 •	 Application forms have been redesigned to be simpler to use and fill out.
	 •	 For measures requiring no pre-approval, new applications must be used for purchases made after January 31st. 
	 •	 For measures requiring pre-approval, new applications must be used for applications sent after January 31st.

Pre-Approval Requirements
       No pre-approval needed for:
	 •	 Motors
	 •	 Agriculture prescriptive measures

       Pre-approval required only when the incentive will be over $1,000, for:
	 •	 Lighting
	 •	 Refrigeration

       All of the following require pre-approval:
	 •	 HVAC 	
	 •	 VFD
	 •	 Custom 

Note that Efficiency Maine staff will review small projects and provide optional pre-approval if you wish. This optional pre-approval removes  
any uncertainty you or your customer might have about technologies or incentives on projects that do not require our pre-approval. Even when 
pre-approval is not required, equipment specification “cut sheets” must be submitted with all incentive requests.
