PUC’s Efficiency Maine Program Congratulates SAD 17

for Commitment to Energy Reduction

Augusta, Maine (May 2007)  Ð School Administrative District 17 in Oxford is one of eight

organizations that was recognized in Rhode Island as a Business Leader for Energy Efficiency by

the Northeast Energy Efficiency Partnerships (NEEP).

The District completed several lighting and energy projects to significantly reduce electricity

usage and costs.  The initiatives are expected to save about 987,389 kilowatt hours (kWh) of

electricity and benefit the environment by keeping 629 tons of carbon dioxide out of the earthÕs

atmosphere Ð the equivalent of taking109 cars off the road.

The school district was recognized by Efficiency Maine earlier this year and presented with

$169,185 in cash rebates for certain equipment purchases which will help defray projects costs

and reduce the payback period.

SAD 17 includes the towns of Oxford, Harrison, Hebron, Otisfield, South Paris, West Paris,

Norway and Waterford.

Efficiency Maine is a statewide program to promote the more efficient use of electricity, help

Maine businesses and residents reduce energy costs, and improve MaineÕs environment. Free

advice is available to Maine businesses of all sizes, and cash incentives up to $200,000 are

available for qualifying equipment purchases.
